The Dande East is a communal area and has excellent elephant bull hunting early season. It boasts one of the highest trophy averages in valley. It is important when hunting ele bulls in this area to hunt as early as possible when there are a lot of big ele bulls coming across the border from Mozambique to raid the fields. The beauty of having the DSA and the east is we can hunt them both on one safari if necessary. The east is a huge area and has one camp that we are in the process of up grading.

The Dande was where Buzz and Alan did their apprenticeships, Myles and Rex have also hunted the areas a lot so all our PHs know the areas very well. An added bonus is 1 hours drive from the hunting camps is our little fishing camps on the banks of the Zambezi which is a fantastic way to finish off a safari with us!
