As mentioned we have put a lot of work into Dande East – removing over 2000 snares, arresting quite a few poachers and putting in new roads. These combined with the fact we have built a super fly camp in ward 11, which cuts down on travel time between the two areas, making for a stunning hunting area.

Our next project now that the elephant hunts have been completed, is to sink 3 boreholes to pump water year round. In the East we rely on seasonal pans that dry by July, resulting in the animals going back to Mozambique where there is a lot of poaching. We plan to have these operational in the next two months and honestly feel that the East will before long be regarded as one of the best Valley areas!
